❖ Low income.

❖ Harmful use of alcohol and drugs.

❖ A history of exposure to violence.

❖ Poor parenting practice.

❖ Family dysfunction and separation.

❖ Early or forced marriage.
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Diminished executive 
functioning and cognitive skills.

Psychological

Attachment and 
social difficulties. 

Poor mental and 
emotional health. Posttraumatic stress.

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Juvenile delinquency leads to 
adult criminality. 

Behavioral 
Consequences:

Future perpetration of maltreatment
