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Abstract

This research aims to determine the benefits, challenges, and the level of ISO 14001
implementation in one certified company in Benghazi (Barqa). Using quantitative
research method, exploratory type. The survey has included samples of 63

participants from different positions at Barqa company.

The research results show that the environmental management system has been
successfully, effectively and easily implemented, as ISO 14001 is integrated and
implemented in combination with other ISO management systems. Thus, the
certification to ISO 14001 Standard was beneficial for Barqa company and created
a positive impact on the environment and enabled it to create better work
environment, and then will enable it to contribute for sustainable future. The
limitation of the study can be that it is reviewing and testing the system of one
company only, indeed, there is the shortage of the companies that implement this
standard in Libya State. Future research is recommended to test the survey
questionnaire in different organizations with different scope of work in order to
increase the generalizability of such research. Practical implications findings from
an analysis of the benefits, challenges and requirements of ISO 14001 include the
encouragement of non-certified companies to implement the Environmental
Management System (EMS) in accordance with ISO 14001. ISO 14001 certified
companies can focus on specific factors in order to avoid challenges and maximize

benefits and thus improve their compliance with ISO requirements.
