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Abstract
A malocclusion is conditions means the misalignment or the incorrect relation between the teeth, the same condition is also known by other terms, the condition prevents the teeth from performing it’s normal function, Malocclusion is a common condition, usually it is not not dangerous or serious enough to require treatment, however Those who have more severe malocclusions suffer from some complications and require orthodontic and surgical treatment 

It is usually hereditary condition, but it can be caused by other numerous causes. The term malocclusion itself refers to many another different conditions. Malocclusion have a classification system that divides it into three different classes.
Introduction

A malocclusion is a misalignment or incorrect relation between the teeth of the two dental arches when they approach each other as the jaws close. The term was coined by Edward Angle, the "father of modern orthodontics, as a derivative of occlusion, which refers to the manner in which opposing teeth meet (mal- + occlusion = "incorrect occlusion") It’s also known as : crowded teeth, cross bite, overbite, under bite open bite . The teeth won’t be able to perform vital functions if they’re misaligned. Occlusion is a term that is used to refer to the alignment of your teeth. Ideally, your teeth should fit easily within your mouth without any crowding or spacing issues. Also, none of your teeth should be rotated or twisted. The teeth of your upper jaw should slightly overlap the teeth of your lower jaw so that the pointed ridges of your molars fit into the groves of the opposite molar. Deviations from ideal occlusion are known as malocclusion. The type of deviation varies, but any type of misalignment can cause issues. Alignment of upper teeth is needed to prevent the cheeks and lips from being bitten, while alignment of lower teeth is needed to protect the tongue from being bitten . Malocclusion is a common finding, although it is not usually serious enough to require treatment, Those who have more severe malocclusions, which present as a part of Craniofacial Anomalies, may require orthodontic and sometimes surgical treatment (orthognathic surgery) to correct the problem. Correction of malocclusion may reduce risk of tooth decay and help relieve excessive pressure on the temporomandibular joint. Orthodontic treatment is also used to align for aesthetic reasons.  Malocclusion is most often caused hereditary. This means it is passed down through families. It may be caused by a difference between the size of the upper and lower jaws or between the jaw and tooth size. It causes tooth overcrowding or abnormal bite patterns. The shape of the jaws or birth defects such as cleft lip and palate may also be reasons for malocclusion. 1
Discussion

The term "malocclusion" (poor bite) refers to a number of possible conditions. The most common are :
· Upper protrusion (overjet) : In an upper protrusion, the upper front teeth are pushed outward (buck teeth). A small lower jaw may be the cause. Pacifier use or thumb-sucking can also create this condition by pushing the teeth outward, sometimes causing the roof of the mouth to change shape (upper palate).  

· Spacing or crowding problems: Too much or too little room for the teeth can cause spacing or crowding problems. Crowding can prevent permanent teeth from coming in properly or at all (impaction).
· Misplaced midline : In people who have a misplaced midline, the front center line between the upper front teeth doesn't match up with the center line of the lower front teeth.

· Open bite : Although the molars fit together in a person who has an open bite, the upper and lower front teeth don't overlap. This creates an opening straight into the mouth. An open bite can also be present on one or both sides of the mouth.

· Overbite : In a person who has an excessive overbite, the upper front teeth reach too far down over the lower front teeth and, in severe cases, can cause the lower teeth to bite into the roof of the mouth.

· Underbite : An underbite is present when the lower front teeth are farther forward than the upper front teeth.

· Cross bite : A cross bite occurs when any or all of the upper teeth fit into the wrong side of the lower teeth.

· Rotation : Rotation is present when a tooth turns or tips out of its normal position.

· Transposition : Transposition occurs when teeth grow (erupt) in one another's place.2 
What Causes Malocclusion? Malocclusion is usually an inherited condition . This means it can be passed down from one generation to the next. There are some conditions or habits that may change the shape and structure of the jaw. These include : cleft lip and palate,frequent use of a pacifier after the age of 3, prolonged use of bottle feeding in early childhood, thumb sucking in early childhood, injuries that result in the misalignment of the jaw,tumors in the mouth or jaw, abnormally shaped or impacted teeth, poor dental care that results in improperly fitting dental fillings, crowns, or braces, airway obstruction (mouth breathing) that is potentially caused by allergies or by enlarged adenoids or tonsils. 
Diagnosing and Classifying Malocclusions. Malocclusion of teeth is typically diagnosed through routine dental exams. Your dentist will examine your teeth and may perform dental X-rays to determine if your teeth are properly aligned. If malocclusion is detected, it will be classified by its type and severity. There are three major classes of malocclusion:
Class 1: Class 1 malocclusion is diagnosed when the upper teeth overlap the lower teeth. In this type of malocclusion, the bite is normal and the overlap is slight. Class 1 malocclusion is the most common classification of malocclusion. Class 2:  Class 2 malocclusion is diagnosed when a severe overbite is present. This condition, known as retrognathism (or retrognathia), means that the upper teeth and jaw significantly overlap the lower jaw and teeth. 

Class 3: Class 3 malocclusion is also diagnosed when there’s a severe under bite. This condition, known as prognathous, means that the lower jaw protrudes forward. This causes the lower teeth to overlap the upper teeth and jaw. The three main classification systems define how a bite may be off in a front to back direction. Although the class I malocclusion may have a good front to back bite position, there may be other features that characterize the malocclusion. For example, a class I malocclusion patient may have significant crowding, spacing, midline asymmetry, cross bites, rotated teeth, or other problems. 3

This article is about a condition called malocclusion which is term refers to any type of irregular contact between the upper and lower teeth. The word malocclusion itself was invented and coined by Edward Angle and it means (incorrect occlusion), the condition prevents the teeth from performing it’s usual, normal and vital functions, any type of misalignment of the teeth can cause annoying and disturbing issue for an example the alignment of upper teeth is needed to prevent the cheeks and lips from being bitten, while alignment of lower teeth is needed to protect the tongue from being bitten, although malocclusion is not a serious condition however some patient have severe can have complications especially if their malocclusion was presented as a Craniofacial anomalies, those kind of malocclusions require orthodontic and surgical interventions.
